Polizzi’s Greyhounds compete in the perenially-tough

Great Lakes Intercollegiate Athletic Conference, a

league which has sent a representative to the nation-

al championship game in six of the last seven sea-

sons.

Polizzi’s 2007 crew racked-up six All-GLIAC honors,

including four First Team Defense members, most

since 1998. The team finished with a winning record

for the third straight season and eighth in Polizzi’s

tenure. The team scored a school-record 353 points,

highlighted by the second straight 1,000-yard back.

Running back Eric Wright rushed for 14 scores, notch-

ing a new mark for single-season rushing TDs.

17 members were named to the Academic All-GLIAC

team, proving the commitment at UIndyto foster the

environment of true “student-athletes”.

In 2006, UIndy tallied a 6-5 record, losing one game

by a single point and another in overtime in a brutal

schedule. The Greyhounds made a habit of grabbing

a lead and keeping it, scoring quickly in five games

without relinquishing the lead. UIndy’s sixth win came

in a thrilling 34-31 win over Michigan Tech in the sea-

son opener as Justin Russell tied a school record with

four touchdown receptions.

Tailback Craig Jenkins erased the UIndy season mark

for rushing in a season, scampering for 1,136 yards in

2006. The junior back posted five different games of

100-yard + rushing games as the Greyhound offense

ranked second in the league in total offense (367.2

ypg).

16 student-athletes were named to the All-Academic

GLIAC team, fourth-most among the conference

teams.

Polizzi’s 2005 crew won four straight road contests at

one point as the team accumulated a 6-5 overall

record, the team’s sixth winning mark in nine sea-

sons. A season-opening win over Hillsdale gave the

home crowd plenty to cheer about in the first night

game ever at Key Stadium on Aug. 27, 2005.

Five players earned All-GLIAC honors with Bruce

Renner and Carl Lile each being named to the First

Team Defense. Three more earned second team

accolades and 10 gridders were selected to the All-

Academic GLIAC Team.

Polizzi’s Hounds won four of their last five games in

the 2004 season, a season that saw the Greyhounds

fall by seven or less points on three different occas-

sions, including two overtime contests.

Close contests included a final-play loss to eventual

GLIAC co-champion Michigan Tech and a four-over-

time loss to Hillsdale.

UIndy had two members named to the All-GLIAC First

Team in 2004 with one more on the second team and

five named honorable mention.

Quarterback Matt Kohn finished his Greyhound career

holding every passing record at the school. An NCAA

record holder with his 645-yard passing performance

in his junior year, Kohn benefitted under the tutelage

of the long-time GLIAC coach.

Polizzi led his 2003 squad to a 6-5 mark–its fifth win-

ning season in seven years. The Hounds tied for

fourth in the 12-team Great Lakes Intercollegiate

Athletic Conference while tying for second with 14

Academic All-GLIAC picks. U of I began the season

with a 3-0 start, earning a top-30 ranking in the AFCA

poll for NCAA II squads. Troy Tinsley was an Academic

All-American®, with Cesare Manning playing in the

Cactus Bowl.

The Greyhounds finished second among 12 GLIAC

institutions with 15 Academic All-GLIAC performers in

2002. The Hounds won three of their last four games.

UIndy recorded its fourth seven-win campaign in six

years with a 7-4 ledger in 2001. The Hounds got off

to a school-record 5-0 start on the road, tying the

UIndy mark with four straight GLIAC road wins.

UIndy was regionally-ranked in the first nine polls of

2001 and the Greyhounds were nationally-ranked two

weeks, going as high as number 21 in NCAA II.

The Hounds succeeded in the classroom as well with

16 Academic All-GLIAC selections and three Academic

All-District picks, including league Jack McAvoy

Award winner Chris Volz. Volz was the GLIAC

“Defensive Back of the Year”, while AFCA All-

American Neal Blank was the “Defensive Lineman of

the Year.”

The Hounds had a school-record 18 players earn

Academic All-GLIAC honors in 2000, including

Academic All-American® Brad Crawford.

The Greyhounds won a school-record 23 games from

1997-99, posting 7-4, 8-2, and 8-3 ledgers (23-9,

over Ashland and a 34-9 triumph vs. Hillsdale.

Polizzi’s teams won 13 of 15 home games at Key Stadium during that span.

Linebacker Josh Gentry finished his career as one of the most honored players

in school history. He was named to all four NCAA II All-America first teams, the

Snow Bowl All-Star Game’s “Most Valuable Defensive Player,” and the GLIAC

“Defensive Player of the Year.”

In the GLIAC, Indianapolis was 20-9 (.690) from 1997-99 for the third-best win-

ning percentage in the league.

Polizzi eagerly embraces the challenge of keeping the Indianapolis football pro-

gram at a high level. Polizzi believes playing football at UIndy should be “the

greatest experience in a student-athlete’s life,” and he and his staff work long

hours doing all the things necessary to realize this goal.

During his tenure, Polizzi has had five Academic All-Americans®, three Burger

King® $10,000 Scholar-Athletes, and 104 Academic All-GLIAC players.

The hard-working Polizzi has been a driving force in building all aspects of the

UIndy football program. He was instrumental in the planning and renovation of

the Methodist Hospital/Methodist Sports Medicine Weight Room and renovation

of the Key Stadium locker rooms.

In 1998, Polizzi’s Hounds won a school-record eight Midwest Intercollegiate

Football Conference games, finishing second, one play away from a league

championship on the final day of the season. UIndy finished 1998 with a five-

game winning streak, out-scoring opponents 172-90.

The ’98 Greyhounds tied the school record with eight wins, finishing 27th in the

final Football Gazette NCAA II poll.

The Hounds were road warriors that season, snapping Ashland’s 11-game home

winning streak with Indy’s first win at AU since 1983!  Polizzi’s squad followed

with their first triumph at Hillsdale since 1979. The “Road Hounds” posted a 4-1

MIFC mark away from home, best in UI history.

The ’98 Hounds set 28 school records with Kevin Kreinhagen the school’s first

player to compete in the NCAA II Snow Bowl, prior to signing with the NFL’s

Seattle Seahawks.

UIndy all-time leading tackler Ted Liette was named to four NCAA II All-America

teams, becoming the Hounds’ first AFCA NCAA II All-American since 1991 and

MIFC “Linebacker of the Year”!

All-MIFC free safety Stephane Fortin was drafted by the Saskatchewan

Roughriders of the CFL with their first pick.

The Greyhound program “turned the corner” in 1997 with a record-setting 8-3

campaign, including a 7-3 MIFC ledger. The Hounds finished eighth in NCAA II

with a +1.27 turnover margin.

Polizzi’s Hounds won their first six games in 1997, posting the school’s best start

since 1973 and only the third 6-0 beginning in school gridiron history. The

Greyhounds’ #12 NCAA II national ranking marked the school’s highest since

1985. Indy was in position to win the MIFC title in November, finishing fourth in

the powerful league after being picked eighth.

The ’97 Hounds earned the school’s first NCAA II national ranking since 1985

(#16) after starting the campaign 3-0. The Greyhounds broke nine-game losing

streaks to MIFC rivals Ferris State and Hillsdale. Indianapolis also defeated

Northern Michigan in a televised showdown of unbeaten, nationally-ranked

teams.

The Hounds’ season-opening six-game winning streak was the school’s longest

since 1986, with the 5-0 MIFC start the best in Greyhound history.

Indy moved to #12 in the NCAA II rankings and third in the NCAA II Northeast

Region after its 6-0 start. Polizzi’s team would eventually improve to 8-1. The

Northwood triumph sealed the Hounds’ first unbeaten home season since 1985

(5-0) and the school’s first-ever perfect MIFC home campaign (4-0).

Polizzi was named the leader of the UIndy football program on January 26, 1994.

The 50-year-old became the 13th head coach in school history.

Polizzi was an assistant from 1987-93 at his alma mater, Hillsdale. During that

span, HC compiled a 44-21-1 mark (.674), earning an MIFC title in 1992. Polizzi

was a four-year letterman at linebacker from 1973-76. In ’75 and ’76, he earned

all-conference, all-District and honorable mention All-America. He was captain in

’76, leading the team in tackles. He had tryouts with Montreal and Ottawa of the

CFL.

Many of Polizzi’s ex-Hounds have played professional football: Stephane Fortin

and Walter Spencer are both playing in the Canadian Football League Calgary

Stampeders. Rob Mager is enjoying a phenomenol season with the Chicago

Rush of the Arena Football League while Cesare Manning has enjoyed success-

ful seasons playing with the Louisville Fire of the AFL2. Manning owns the Fire

record for TDs in a game (7) while Mager holds the franchise mark for TDs in a

season and led the team again in 2006. Matt Kohn, P.J. Cosgrove and Tarron

Acuff are all active in the United Indoor Football league,. Kohn was recently

named the United Indoor Football league’s Offensive MVP for 2006. Josh Gentry

played two years for the Indianapolis Colts in the NFL, and Gary Isza helped Grand

Rapids to the 2001 Arena Football League title.
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Ex-Ball State and Central Michigan defensive

coordinator Bob Bartolomeo is in his fifth sea-

son as the Greyhounds’ defensive coordinator.

Bartolomeo was defensive coordinator and cor-

nerbacks coach at Central Michigan in 2003. Prior

to CMU, Bartolomeo spent 11 seasons on the Ball

State coaching staff, serving as defensive coordi-

nator from 1995-2002.

Bartolomeo went to BSU in 1992 as the linebacker

coach, and then served as the assistant head

coach from 1993-95 before assuming the defen-

sive coordinator job. Bartolomeo helped the

Cardinals to two Mid-American Conference titles

(1993 and 1996) and two berths in the Las Vegas

Bowl in his tenure at BSU.

In 2000, Bartolomeo’s defense ranked 34th

nationally in pass defense, allowing 199.6 passing

yards per game.

2008 OUTLOOK

Injuries are a part of the game, but the injury bug bit
the 2007 Greyhounds awfully hard, ending seasons for
a host of key players before the schedule even got
underway. With more injuries came an opportunity for
underclassmen to show-off their skills and will provide
quality depth in the coming season.

Sam Elmore, Danny Goff, Craig Jenkins, Justin
Russell and Kevin Sanford all had their seasons end
before ever seeing the field. In-season injuries to
Stephen Geller, David Link, Halston Love, Kyle
Mossbrucker and Lynn Panko, among others, quick-
ly helped the Greyhounds learn just how deep they
were at each position.

All look to be healthy heading into the fall camp and
poised to help UIndy record its fourth straight winning
season and ninth in Head Coach Joe Polizzi’s tenure
at the school. A position-by-position outlook for 2008:

QUARTERBACK
The biggest question mark heading into the season
seems to be at a very critical position-- quarterback.
The competition will be fierce for the starting nod as
last year's backup Lance Lasker will have to fend off
six other players on the roster to earn the gig. Lasker
showed flashes of success in 2007, playing in four
games while completing 8-of-13 passes for 100 yards
and a score. He did throw a pair of interceptions,
however, and played a bulk of his time in games that
were well-in-hand.

Signal-callers who already have a grasp of the system
include sophomore Erick Kumming and redshirt
freshman Joe Leach. While each has not seen the
field, they both understand the system and will battle
for time. Added in the bunch are four other freshmen
eagerly looking to crack the lineup: Camron Cossell,
Toby Deters, Rob Doyle and David Slapyznski.

RUNNING BACK
The signal caller will rely heavily on a stacked stable
of running backs that look poised to rival any bunch in
the GLIAC. Senior Craig Jenkins returns after sitting
out last season with an injury. The school's all-time
single-season rushing leader ran for 1,136 yards in
2006. As if that weren't enough, the Hounds have
another 1,000-yard back returning in senior Eric
Wright. All Wright did last year was rush for a school-
record 14 rushing TDs and 1,076 yards. Although he
will most likely return to the fullback position, he
poses a threat in a very potent Greyhound backfield.

Also back are Halston Love, who was impressive in
limited action last year, and an experienced Justin
Blakely, who also garnered carries. Love didn't even
play two full contests, but still managed to roll-off 168
yards rushing on 28 carries and two rushing scores.
He coupled that with two catches, one for a score,
before losing his season to injury. Blakely rushed a
dozen times and garnered 40 yards along the ground.

FULLBACK
Senior Sam Elmore also took 2007 off due to injury
and looks to be the incumbent in '08. Wright and Matt
Michuda will also see time in the backfield as Coach
Polizzi has the comfort of loads of experience behind
his quarterback.

WIDE RECEIVER
Another strength is the receiving corps, which will get
a boost from a pair of seniors recovering from season-
ending injuries from a year ago. Justin Russell, a
game-changing wideout who can score from any-
where on the field, and Kevin Sanford are a formida-
ble duo back to finish out their eligibility. Sanford led
the team in catches in his first three seasons and has
the ability to do so again. The pair both sit in the UIndy
top 10 in numerous offensive categories and have 241
career receptions combined between them.

Bolstering the lineup is junior Tyran Fakes, the team's
leader in touchdown catches last season with nine.
Fakes had 37 grabs for 455 yards and proved to be a
tough matchup for smaller defenders in the back of
the endzone. Junior Stephen Geller is healthy after
his '07 season was cut short. He managed to catch
11 balls for 144 yards, but was most valuable as a
returner, gathering 402 combined yards in kick and
punt returns in just five games. Adding depth are
sophomore Chris Rutherford and juniors Tosin
Ikadabo and Sebastian Moore.

TIGHT END
Senior Jimmy Ladd will switch sides of the ball, com-
ing over from the defense to take on the tight end role.
The Purdue transfer had 41 tackles from his line-
backer spot and should provide added blocking from
that position. Junior Cole Willis caught three balls
last season and sophomore Dustin Tyler will battle for
playing time as well.

OFFENSIVE LINE
The offensive line loses just one starter, but it is a big
one in four-year anchor Zach Dennis at center. For
the first time since 2003, UIndy will have a new face
over the ball, meaning it will be crucial to develop a
quick chemistry between new center and new quar-
terback for continued success in 2008. Starters
returning are Tim Dury, Eric Quintana, Darius Powell
and Jason Smith. Louis Vesta is also a regular to the
rotation providing a solid front five for new offensive
coordinator Todd Carter, who comes to UIndy from
league-rival Saginaw Valley State.

DEFENSIVE LINE
Coach Polizzi believes that veteran linemen on both
sides of the ball will help 2008 be an exciting year for
Greyhound football. Along with the returning OL depth
are a group of defensive linemen that will wreak havoc
in the backfields of opponents. Junior Randall
Courtney headlines the bunch after coming on strong
in the second half of 2007. Courtney tallied a team-
best 12 tackles for loss and had 6.5 sacks. He fin-
ished the season with five sacks in the final three
games on his way to honorable mention all-league
status. Along with him is senior Jamel Williams who
had 8.0 tackles for loss in nine games last season.

Two more Hounds will strap on the helmets again fol-
lowing injury-shortened campaigns: Danny Goff and
Lynn Panko. Goff has contributed in '05 and '06
while Panko can be a menace, using his strength and
quickness to disrupt opposing offenses. While Panko
played just one game last year, he has shown
Greyhound fans his athleticism as a very successful
wrestler, giving away pounds to wrestle at 285, but
racking-up a sparkling 32-13 mark and a trip to the
NCAA Nationals as a grappler. Sophomores Kevin

Buetow and Dustin Burford and junior Adam
Prichard all have playing experience and help formu-
late a solid line.

LINEBACKER
Senior leadership keys the linebacking corps. All-
league performer Leonard Bush headlines the group,
a nose-for-the-ball tackler that finished last season
with 74 total stops, two interceptions and two forced
fumbles. Joining him is Brandon Umphress, who has
three years of starting experience. Speedy Maxwell
Frempong is a heavy hitter who generated 65 total
tackles as a junior with four pass breakups. Other
linebackers with experience in the system include
Brelin Duncan, Mike Kenworthy, Brent King and
Jordan Schaaf.

SECONDARY
The defensive backfield will see new faces as it
replaces graduated All-GLIAC performers Kenneth
Akridge and Kevin Shaw. Junior Alex Byrnes
returns to his starting spot while sophomore Brandon
Axum will start as well. Craig Ray, 2007's UIndy
Freshman of the Year, heads back to the other side of
the football following his impressive fill-in perfor-
mance at running back last year.

SPECIAL TEAMS
All speciality positions return for the 2008 season.
Junior punter Tyran Fakes will begin his third season
handling the punting chores with his 37.7 average
from a year ago. Junior Kyle Mossbrucker, the
school's career leader in field goal accuracy (70.6), is
back following a season-ending injury very early last
season. Battling him will be last year's starter, Jace
Morrison, who converted on 35-of-36 extra point tries
and 6-of-10 field goal attempts.

OUTLOOK
"We will be fast and explosive on offense and
defense," Polizzi remarks. "This senior class has
been doing an exceptional job with leadership and this
will pay off big for us."

That senior class is 14 deep, part of 38 returning let-
terwinners for the Greyhounds. The experience will be
crucial right away as the Hounds play their first three
games all on the road. A Thursday night opener at
Kentucky Wesleyan provides the only non-league tilt
followed by a pair of brutally-tough games at power-
house Grand Valley State and upstart Wayne State.
Hillsdale will return to Key Stadium again in '08, look-
ing to avenge a last-minute defeat last year. UIndy
then takes to the road again for a battle with perenni-
ally-tough Saginaw Valley State.

The schedule doesn't get easier in one of the best
conferences in Division II football. UIndy hosts
Northwood and Ferris State followed by road games at
Michigan Tech and new league member Tiffin.
Ashland and Northern Michigan close out the regular
season in the final two weeks at Key Stadium.

The GLIAC remains the power conference in the
newly-redesigned Northwest Region. With the dis-
solving of the North Central Conference, the Northwest
Region will align with the Rocky Mountain Athletic
Conference (RMAC) in addition to the Northern Sun
(NSIC). 43 Northwest Region teams will battle for six
playoff spots in the four-region DII alignment.

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INDIANAPOLIS, Ind.- Nick Johnson caught a career-high seven balls for 80 yards and

a score and Eric Wright also tallied career highs with 21 carries and 115 yards rush-

ing as host Indianapolis downed Northern Michigan, 24-22, in GLIAC action at Key

Stadium. Josh Kimbowa (far right) swatted down a potential game-tying two-

point conversion in the game's final minute to help preserve the win in the

season opener for both teams.

After Wright put the Greyhounds on top, 24-16, NMU rallied behind signal-caller

Buddy Rivera, driving the length of the field in the final minutes and scoring from 23

yards out on a strike to Zach Nichols with just 49 seconds to play. Kimbowa dove

to deflect Rivera's pass intended for Daniel Elmore on the ensuing two-point con-

version. The Wildcats were successful in recovering the onside try but were unable

to advance it past the UIndy 47.

The Wildcats struck first, using a fake punt, 12 plays and 6:30 of clock in their open-

ing drive, finishing with a 9-yard strike from Rivera to Zach Nichols for an early 7-0

NMU lead.

On its first drive of the second quarter, UIndy went to Wright on the ground (3 car-

ries, 14 yards) and Tyran Fakes, who caught two balls for 25 yards, including an 8-

yard touchdown reception, his first collegiate score.

After the halftime kick, Johnson helped the Hounds to their first lead, catching four

balls in the drive, three for first downs and another for a 9-yard score. A Wildcat

field goal brought it to 14-10, but Stephen Geller returned the ensuing kickoff 41

yards to put the Greyhounds in business once again. Kyle Mossbrucker split the

uprights from 28 yards out to regain a seven-point UIndy advantage.

NMU's Mark Bossuah would later punch one in from a yard out but the extra point

sailed wide left to keep UIndy on top, 17-16.

On the next possession, Johnson snared a fourth down reception to keep the drive

alive deep in Wildcat territory and Wright polished it off with a bruising 8-yard run

up-the-gut to put him over 100 yards rushing on the night.

Greyhound quarterback Casey Gillin was 22-for-33 passing for 235 yards and two

scores. Jimmy Ladd had a dozen total tackles and Kenneth Akridge had an inter-

ception and two pass breakups to lead the Hounds' defense.

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HOUGHTON, Mich.-   Michigan Tech quarterback Steve Short accounted for five
touchdowns to lead the hosts to a 44-30 win over Indianapolis at Sherman Field.
Short, after being held off the scoreboard in the first quarter, threw for a score and
ran for four more in the final three quarters to extend MTU's league winning streak
to eight straight dating back to last season. UIndy accounted for four turnovers to
help fuel the MTU attack.

After the teams traded a pair of punts, UIndy gained control of the field position bat-
tle when Alex Byrnes intercepted a pass in MTU territory. The Hounds followed with
a seven-play drive that culminated in an 11-yard touchdown catch by Nick Johnson
to put Indianapolis on top, 7-0.

MTU (2-1, 2-0 GLIAC) responded on the ensuing possession, stringing together an
11-play drive for a score, but missing on the extra point try to keep UIndy in front,
7-6. A big play to Eric Wright put the Hounds back up by seven as the tailback
hauled in a pass and scampered 75 yards for a score. The extra point attempt failed,
however, to put the score at 13-6.

Short added two touchdown runs prior to halftime to give MTU the lead at 20-13
heading into the locker room. Short's second score came after an interception
which set up a very short field for the Huskies.

In the second half, MTU took advantage of a pair of Greyhound turnovers on their
first two possessions. A fumble helped the Huskies tack on a field goal in the first
drive, then Robert Haynes picked-off a pass and rumbled 45 yards for a touchdown
and a quick 30-13 lead.

The Greyhounds did not back down, getting a 29-yard field goal early in the fourth
quarter and Tyran Fakes added a 32-yard TD reception to close the gap to 30-23
with just over six minutes to play.

Short and the Huskies countered as he converted on a key 3rd-and-10 before his
third rushing touchdown of the day, which looked to put the game away.

Undeterred, Casey Gillin marched the Hounds down the field, taking just 1:37 over
seven plays, ending in a 10-yard strike to Fakes for his second score of the after-
noon and keeping the slim hopes alive for UIndy.

Short then delivered the knockout punch, however, when he escaped for a 39-yard
touchdown run to give him his fifth total touchdown on the day, fourth on the ground
and a 44-30 Husky advantage.

Max Frempong led the Hounds' defense with 10 total tackles while Jamel Williams
added 1.5 tackles for loss and five total stops for Indianapolis.

David Link carried 21 times for 119 yards to lead the Greyhound rushing
attack. Wright added 58 yards on 13 carries to go with 101 receiving yards. Fakes
had five catches for 75 yards and two scores.

Junior

Eric Wright notched his third straight 100-yard game (2 rushing, 1 receiving) in rack-

ing-up a career-best 120 yards on 18 carries while finding the endzone twice (1

rushing, 1 receiving).

Wright's career day helped the Hounds to an impressive 241 rushing yards as a

team.

The teams traded punts before Seth Pickett corralled a pass and outran the Gannon

defense for a 33-yard score and a 21-0 Greyhound lead. UIndy looked to have the

back-breaker on the next drive as Wright rumbled towards the goalline, but was

stripped of the football to keep the score 21-0 heading into halftime.

In the third, the Greyhounds wasted little time in putting the game away, taking over

after a missed Gannon field goal attempt and ran right at the Golden Knights. Wright

had seven rushes for 47 yards on that drive alone, capped by a one-yard plunge by

Casey Gillin. Gillin hooked-up with Tyran Fakes for his team-leading fourth receiv-

ing touchdown on the next drive to provide the fifth score of the night.

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RENSSELAER, Ind.-  The University of Indianapolis used a solid stable of running
backs to record a 42-16 non-conference win over host Saint Joseph's College. The
Hounds rushed for 274 yards on 52 carries and three scores in running their all-time
series win streak over the Pumas to 12 straight.

Six different ball carriers handled the load for UIndy, including a 131-yard perfor-
mance by junior Eric Wright and 96 yards from true freshman Halston Love on just
11 touches. Love found the endzone three times, once in the air and twice on
the ground, for his first career scores.

In the opening drive, Greyhound QB Casey Gillin shrugged off back-to-back first-
down sacks to find Love out of the backfield, as he raced 31 yards to the endzone.
The touch was his first of the game and marked his first career score.

Later in the first stanza, St. Joe's took advantage of another sack, as a blindside hit
on Gillin forced a fumble deep in Greyhound territory. It took just two plays to con-
vert the turnover into points with Greg Ford scoring on an 11-yard run. The momen-
tum to shift with the play, but Stephen Geller made sure to swing it back in favor of
UIndy of the ensuing kickoff, however.

The sophomore fielded the kick at his own 23, avoided several diving Pumas before
sprinting the right sidelines all the way to the endzone, the longest UIndy kickoff
return since Marquis Tolliver took a Hillsdale kick back for 82 yards in 2002.

Love added another touchdown run and  Wright notched his fifth score of the sea-
son to stake the Hounds to a 28-6 halftime advantage. In the opening half, UIndy
dominated the statistics, holding the ball for 17:20 and outgaining the Pumas 225
to 85.

Wright carried the load in the first drive of the second half, rushing for a pair of first
downs before giving way to Love, who polished off the drive with a 3-yard run for
his third score of the afternoon.

The Pumas later benefitted from a short field thanks to an interception. They would

get down to the 10-yard line on a running back pass but the defense held, forcing
a 28-yard field goal attempt to make the score 35-9.

Wright and Love went back to work, carrying nine times combined in an effort to salt
away the clock . The drive would stall at the 5-yard line, but not before  6:26 came
off the game clock. With the Pumas pinned deep in their own territory, SJC was
forced to punt out of its own endzone, giving UIndy the ball back at midfield.

Justin Blakely and Freddie Helm would each get their turn in the Greyhound back-
field in the fourth quarter, marking the second straight game that featured at least
six different UIndy ball carriers.

SJC (0-4) put together its best drive with help from several UIndy penalties, culmi-
nating in a 1-yard plunge by Anthony Lindsey. Lance Lasker put the exclamation
point on the game, keeping the ball for a 5-yard score in the game's final minutes
to mark the final score of 42-16.

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INDIANAPOLIS- Senior Casey Gillin connected on a seven-yard pass to Tyran Fakes with

13.8 seconds left in regulation to lift the host Greyhounds to a thrilling 34-30 homecom-

ing victory over Hillsdale. Gillin passed for a career-high 402 yards and tied his career

high by throwing four touchdowns in the come-from-behind victory. The Hounds

scored 20 unanswered points in the fourth quarter to take the win in a game that saw 987

yards of total offense by its two teams.

The senior signal-caller completed 33-of-49 (both career highs), including 14-for-20 and

three scores in the final quarter alone. The Mooresville, Ind. product helped UIndy con-

vert a pair of fourth down situations in the final scoring drive. He found Nick Johnson for

nine yards on 4th-and-3 with under a minute to play. Three plays later, Fakes hauled in

the clincher, a 7-yard fade pattern with 13.8 left to complete the comeback.

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ALLENDALE, Mich. – In a battle for the GLIAC's top spot, No. 1 ranked Grand Valley defend-

ed its home field with a 41-17 win over the University of Indianapolis (5-2, 4-2 GLIAC) at

Lubbers Stadium in Allendale, Mich. The win pushed the Lakers' winning streak to 34

games, tying the longest streak ever by a D-II team (Hillsdale College, 1954-57).

After winning the coin toss and deferring, Leonard Bush forced a fumble on the opening

kickoff that was recovered by teammate Brandon Umphress and the Greyhounds looked

to be in business. An illegal motion penalty on the first play from scrimmage stalled the

Hounds' drive before it started, however, as UIndy would be forced to punt three plays

later. UIndy's special teams continued to look sharp, though, as Tryan Fakes bounced the

punt inside the Lakers' ten-yard line and the Hounds downed it at the two.

The teams traded punts until the Lakers’ second possession. From that point, the two-

time defending national champs took all of 1:49 to score the game's first touchdown.

Sophomore quarterback Brad Iciek completed passes of 9, 20 and 12 yards before hitting

Antione Trent on a slant route that went for 33 yards and a score.

Early in the second, Grand Valley found the endzone on a one-yard run by Preston Garris.

On the ensuring drive, the Hounds put the ball on the ground and the Lakers recovered on

the Indianapolis 23-yard line. Two plays later, Garris again carried the ball into the end-

zone to give the home team a 21-0 lead.

Just as it appeared Grand Valley had all the momentum, UIndy recovered a second Laker

fumble on the home 16. A 13-yard rush by David Link set up a first-and-goal situation on

the three-yard line. The Hounds were stopped three times before Link finally crossed the

goal line on fourth and goal to put the Hounds on the board.

Later, Leonard Bush forced another fumble to set up a career-long 31-yard field

goal by Jace Morrison to pull the Hounds within 11 with just 1:21 left in the half.

That was more than enough time for the Lakers, as they would need just 1:05 to go up

28-10 before the half. Iciek again lead the Lakers down the field by throwing for three

first downs and capping the drive with a 27-yard scoring strike to Mike Koster.

The Greyhounds held Grand Valley to a respectable 14 points in the second half, but could

not overcome a team that ranked in the top ten nationally in both scoring offense and

scoring defense.

UIndy’s only scoring drive of the second half came early in the fourth quarter. The Hounds

marched 75 yards for a touch, a trek that included a 42-yard scamper by Link. The

Elkhart, Ind. native capped the drive with a two-yard run, his second TD of the game. Link

finished with a career-high 139 yards rushing on just 15 carries.

INDIANAPOLIS- Joique Bell’s 90-yard run in the fourth quarter provided the
eventual game-winning points as UIndy fell to the visitors, 34-28 at Key
Stadium. Bell’s run was the fifth score of the day for the star sophomore back
and broke a 28-28 tie to give Wayne State the eventual win.

The teams traded possessions in the opening quarter before WSU finally got on
the board with Bell’s first TD score, a 3-yard run. WSU benefited from five
UIndy turnovers on the night, recovering two of the three forced fumbles and
picking off three passes.

WSU quickly tacked on two more scores to take a 21-0 lead midway through
the second quarter. The first was on a passing play from Bell to Travis Campbell
for 68 yards and the second was a Bell 1-yard plunge for a comfortable lead
for the Warriors.

UIndy was not fazed, however, forcing a WSU turnover and converting into
instant points when Josh Kimbowa forced a fumble that Alex Byrnes eventual-
ly corralled and raced into the endzone from 20 yards out to slice the lead to
21-6.

That’s where it would stand at halftime. It wouldn’t stay that way long after the
Warriors ran the opening kick of the second half back to the 2-yardline and Bell
converted from there to reopen a commanding 28-6 advantage.

The Hounds were resilient, rattling three straight touchdown drives and a key
two-point conversion to knot the score at 28-all. Nick Johnson hauled in a
41-yard strike for a score followed by a pair of 2-yard scoring runs from
David Link and Eric Wright as the third quarter ended.

After keeping Bell in check yardage-wise throughout the first three quarters, he
unleashed a 90-yard run that saw him slip through several tackles en route to
his fourth score of the night and a 34-28 lead at that point.

The Greyhounds’ final drive was thwarted when Casey Gillin’s pass was
knocked down to give Wayne State the win. It marked the fifth straight win for
the visiting team in the all-time series.

Bell led all rushers in the contest, totaling 151 yards on 19 carries. Link led the
UIndy ground game, running for 106 yards on 20 carries.

The defense was led by Jimmy Fleshman, who tallied 10 total tackles, includ-
ing one for loss. Kevin Shaw had nine tackles and an interception, Leonard
Bush had nine also while Kimbowa notched five pass break-ups and a forced
fumble for UIndy.

Gillin was 21-39 for 315 yards on the night, but had three interceptions, includ-
ing two on deflected balls.

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INDIANAPOLIS- Brandon Emeott's 8-yard run with 2:19 remaining provided the winning
score to lift Saginaw Valley State to a 29-24 win over host Indianapolis at Key Stadium
on Saturday night. The win extended SVSU's win streak to 16 straight over UIndy in the
all-time series, dating back to 1989.

The Cardinals (6-2, 6-2 GLIAC) built a 17-6 lead and took that advantage into the half-
time locker room.

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ERIE, Pa.-  Junior runningback Eric Wright ran for a career-high 191 yards
and three touchdowns, including a score in the game's final minute to
help UIndy to a 43-37 win over host Mercyhurst at Tullio Field. Wright's
efforts helped erase a 17-point Laker lead in a game that UIndy trailed until the
final 54 seconds.

An onside kick, a pair of interceptions and a turnover on downs helped
Mercyhurst pile up a 17-0 lead in the opening stanza. With 1:00 remaining in
the half, Wright finally got the Hounds on the board, scoring from five yards out.
On the kickoff, UIndy forced a fumble and converted it into points on the next
play from scrimmage when Casey Gillin hooked up with Tyran Fakes for a 37-
yard touchdown to slice the lead to 17-14. Despite having just :47 left in which
to operate, Mercyhurst added another touchdown, putting six on the board with
seven seconds remaining before halftime.

Out of the halftime break, UIndy marched right down the field, needing just four
plays- capped by a 48-yard strike to Fakes- to close the gap to two, 23-21. The
Lakers answered with a nine-play drive that ended in a 12-yard touchdown
pass to regain a two-possession lead.

Facing fourth and goal from the Mercyhurst 1-yardline, UIndy gave the ball to
fullback Matt Michuda, who punched it in for his first career score and drew the
Hounds back to within two at 30-28.

But, Laker quarterback Mitch Phillis engineered a 10-play drive and fired his
fifth TD toss of the day and it looked to be all Mercyhurst, 37-28. Later, the
Lakers would shut down UIndy on a fourth-down try putting Mercyhurst in the
driver's seat with 12:24 left. Leonard Bush turned the tables, however, inter-
cepting Phillis on the very next drive to put UIndy back in business.

Wright put the finishing touches on a 10-play drive, scoring from two yards out,

putting the Hounds back within two, 37-35. After forcing a punt, Gillin and
Wright went back to work to attempt to give the Hounds their first lead. They
succeeded when Gillin completed passes of 20 and 30 yards, setting up
Wright's 9-yard jaunt to the endzone for his third score on the day.

With under a minute to play and facing the prospect of holding the lead, the
Greyhound defense was up to the task as Brandon Umphress picked-off Phillis'
fourth-down pass to end the game.

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MIDLAND, Mich.-  Chris Kollias' 41-yard field goal in the second overtime propelled host
Northwood to a 45-42 win over Indianapolis at Hantz Field. In a game that saw each team lead
by as many as 14 points and 87 total points scored combined in the contest, it was NU's defense
in the second overtime that proved to be the difference.

UIndy got on the board first, needing just three plays from scrimmage to take a 7-0 lead. Casey
Gillin found Craig Ray for a 46-yard catch-and-run to stake the Hounds to an early advantage.

The woodbone offense of Northwood would answer on the next possession as signal-caller
Spencer Klukowski rushed five times and completed his only pass to setup Antoine Ivy's 1-yard
scoring rush to tie the score, 7-7. From there, the Greyhounds looked to be in control. Eric
Wright tallied his school-record-tying 13th rushing touchdown of the season, followed by anoth-
er Ray TD reception to put UIndy up, 21-7.

Following a fourth-down stop, the Greyhound offense was poised to take a commanding lead,
but Jace Morrison's 37-yard field goal was short. NU then scored on a pass from Klukowski to
Quillan Mathis to slice the lead in half, 21-14.

On the ensuing kickoff, momentum clearly swung back to the home team when Antonio Dixon
forced a Brandon Axum fumble, giving the Timberwolves the ball back deep in UIndy territory.

With Northwood receiving the ball first in the second half, the Wolves looked to garner its first
lead, but the Hounds defense was up to the challenge. On second and long, Randall Courtney
sacked Klukowski for a loss of 11, then Leonard Bush picked-off a pass on the next play to snuff
out the threat.

In the first extra period, NU quarterback Eric Chrisinske charted his third throwing score, hitting
Quillan Mathis for a 21-yard strike and a 42-35 advantage. On the Greyhounds' possession, the
Timberwolves defense stuffed three straight plays at the 1-yardline before Gillin faked to Wright
and rushed around the left end for the score forcing a second extra frame.

A fourth-down stop by Northwood put the T'Wolves in the driver's seat in the second OT.
Needing just a field goal to claim victory, Kollias split the uprights from 41 yards out and NU
escaped with the 45-42 win.

Courtney had a big day defensively for the Greyhounds, registering three sacks among

five tackles for loss and a team-high 12 total tackles. Wright finished the day with 95 yards
rushing on 24 attempts with two scores.

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INDIANAPOLIS

The city of Indianapolis continues to thrive. The most recent jewel in the

city’s crown is the Lucas Oil Stadium, set to open in the Fall of 2008, the

home of the Indianapolis Colts. Also in the fabulous downtown area is

the stunning Indiana State Museum in White River State Park, which

opened in May 2002. This edifice on Downtown’s Canal Walk comes on

the heels of other recent additions such as the NCAA national office and

its Hall of Champions, Conseco Fieldhouse, Indiana Fever Women’s

National Basketball Association franchise, and the US Grand Prix

Formula One race.

New buildings and facilities are everywhere in Indiana’s capital city, and

progress continues. Downtown life has been rejuvenated in the past

quarter-century, and the city is recognized as a national center for ama-

teur sports.

Indianapolis, called the Crossroads of America, is within a three-hour

drive for more than 15 million people; half of the United States’ popula-

tion lives only a day’s drive from the city, and Indiana boasts more inter-

state highways than any other state.

Indiana’s capital is the nation’s 12th-largest city (population: 800,000)

and is the largest inland city in the country. Counting the residents of the

greater metropolitan area, the population rises to some 1.5 million.

There are 12 institutions of higher learning in or near the city, which

boasts the Indianapolis Museum of Art, Eiteljorg Museum of American

Indian and Western Art, Indianapolis Symphony Orchestra, Indiana

Repertory Theater, Indianapolis Opera, Conner Prairie Pioneer

Settlement, and the new Indiana State Museum. The city is home to

White River Park with its lovely Canal Walk, an oasis with lush landscap-

ing, large fountains, antique-style street lamps, walkways, pedestrian

bridge, pedal boats, jogging paths, and murals depicting scenes of life

in Indiana. The park includes the Indianapolis Zoo, White River Gardens,

the IMAX theatre, and the NCAA campus. The four-story Circle Centre

mall offers plenty of shopping, food, and fun.

Indy is famous for auto racing; the world’s largest sporting event is the

500 race at the Indianapolis Motor Speedway, annually drawing

300,000 spectators. The Brickyard 400 NASCAR race and US Grand Prix

Formula One race add to the city’s racing laurels. Indianapolis hosted the

Pan American Games in 1987 and the NCAA Final Four men’s basketball

tournament in 1991, 1997, 2000 and 2006; it will host it again in 2010.

Indy scored the Basketball World Championships in 2002 and played

host to the 1991 World Gymnastics Championship; Olympic trials in

swimming, diving, and synchronized swimming; national champi-

onships in gymnastics, track and field, rowing, canoeing/kayaking,

swimming, diving, ice skating, archery, synchronized swimming, and

NCAA championships in many of the same sports.

Indy has hosted these events with a multimillion-dollar array of world-

class facilities: the National Institute for Fitness and Sport; Conseco

Fieldhouse, home of the NBA’s Pacers and WNBA’s Indiana Fever; the

55,506-seat RCA Dome, home of the NFL’s Colts; one of the fastest

swimming pools in the world in IU’s Natatorium; Indianapolis Tennis

Center with 24 tennis courts and 8,000-seat stadium; the 12,500-seat

IU Track and Field Stadium; Major Taylor Velodrome, site of internation-

al and national cycling meets; and Victory Field, home of the Triple-A

Indianapolis Indians, a minor league affiliate of the MLB’s Pittsburgh

Pirates.

Other pro sporting events in Indy have included the U.S. Women’s Open,

the PGA, the Brickyard Crossing Senior Golf Classic, and RCA Tennis

Championships. The city hosted the Davis Cup quarterfinals in 1998.

Indy sports the Indiana Ice amateur hockey team and the Indiana Blast

men’s professional soccer team, and serves as headquarters for many

national amateur sports governing bodies and the National Track and

Field Hall of Fame.
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Founded in 1902 by what is now the United

Methodist Church, the University of Indianapolis is a

comprehensive institution of higher education with

a faculty and student body representing diverse

faiths, nationalities, and racial and ethnic heritages.

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Beverley J. Pitts, former provost and vice president for

academic affairs at Ball State, became the university's

eighth president, July 5, 2005. She succeeded Jerry

Israel, who retired.

Pitts is the first female president in the 103-year his-

tory of the comprehensive institution, which has 4,100

undergraduate and graduate students on its main

campus and is affiliated with the United Methodist

Church.

The selection of Pitts was based on her impressive leadership qualities, solid record of accom-

plishments, and outstanding communication skills, said Sue Anne Gilroy, chair of the Search

Committee. In addition to 20 years as a communication professor and administrator at Ball

State, Pitts skillfully shepherded that institution through an especially difficult period while

serving as acting president in 2004.

"The goal of our Search Committee was to conduct an exhaustive national search that would

be open and inclusive, resulting in the selection of a visionary and dynamic, experienced and

entrepreneurial president who will guide the university to the next level of excellence, building

upon the impressive accomplishments of Jerry Israel," Gilroy said. "We found that person right

here in Indiana."

Pitts was among four finalists, culled from nearly 80 candidates, who were invited to campus

for interviews with seven advisory committees representing students, faculty, staff, alumni and

community leaders. "With every constituent group, she was the universal favorite," said

Christel DeHaan, chair of the Board of Trustees.

"I thoroughly have enjoyed working these last seven years with Dr. Israel and watching the uni-

versity prosper under his remarkable leadership," DeHaan said. "The university has made

tremendous strides, and is well-positioned for even greater achievements ahead. The Board is

convinced that Dr. Pitts is the one to carry the baton forward."

Pitts began her higher education career as an English instructor at Anderson University, where

she received a bachelor's degree in English in 1968. She subsequently earned two degrees

from Ball State: a master's in journalism and a doctorate in higher education.

While on the faculty at Anderson from 1977 to 1985, Pitts rose to assistant professor and

became founding chair of the Department of Communication. She joined the Ball State faculty

in 1985, where she moved through the ranks to become professor of journalism and assume

increasing administrative responsibilities.

As provost and vice president for academic affairs, Pitts now has oversight of seven academ-

ic colleges and 900 faculty. She played a leadership role in developing the Freshman

Connections program, which was identified as one of 13 Best Practice Programs in the

Freshman Year by the national Policy Center on the First Year of College. Freshman retention at

Ball State went from 67 percent in 1997 to 80 percent by 2003.

Pitts has been the designer or project director for five Lilly Endowment grants to Ball State

totaling more than $36 million. Two of the projects have addressed student retention, and the

most recent funded a new Center for Media Design.

"I tried to bring the small, liberal arts experience I had enjoyed so much in my years as stu-

dent and educator at Anderson, to Ball State through the Freshman Experience and retention

programs," Pitts said. "Those experiences transfer well to the University of Indianapolis, which

provides an important liberal arts foundation, as well as the opportunity for personal relation-

ships between faculty and students that lead to retention and academic success.

"The university has come so far in the last few years. It has wonderful programs and great

potential to serve Indianapolis and Indiana. It's exciting to go to a university that's in such great

shape and has so many possibilities ahead. I am hopeful my communications background will

help in telling the university's story further, to bring it even greater visibility and prestige."

"It's reassuring to leave the university in such good hands," said Israel. "I'm delighted that

someone of Dr. Pitts' experience and leadership ability has accepted the opportunity to become

the next president. Her knowledge and visibility in Indiana will allow for a smooth transition and

rapid development of her presidency."

Deborah Ware Balogh, former interim provost and vice

president for academic affairs at Ball State University,

assumed her new post at the University of

Indianapolis on June 15, 2006.

Balogh said she was attracted by the quality and

enthusiasm of the faculty, strong community engage-

ment and nationally recognized academic programs

of the University of Indianapolis. "As a resident of

Indianapolis, I've been watching the university's rep-

utation and community presence grow, and I'm

impressed by the entrepreneurial spirit I see in its business and community collaborations. I'm

honored and delighted to have the opportunity to become part of an institution with such a

strong foundation and forward momentum."

A clinical psychologist whose research specialty is vulnerability to schizophrenia, Balogh has

been interim provost and vice president for academic affairs at Ball State since June 2005.

Prior to that, she served as dean of the Graduate School at Ball State for six years, the last two

while also serving as associate provost. She has been instrumental in bringing significant

external funding to the university.

Balogh, who joined the Ball State faculty in 1981, holds three degrees from Bowling Green

State University: a bachelor's in psychology and master's and doctoral degrees in clinical psy-

chology. In addition, she completed a postdoctoral internship at The Ohio State University

School of Medicine in 1980.

The new provost and vice president is a fellow of the Society for Personality Assessment and

serves on the editorial board of the Journal of Personality Assessment. She is the author or co-

author of dozens of articles, books and book chapters. Her recent research has focused on

ethics in teaching, workplace climate and sexual harassment in the workplace.

Balogh replaced Everette Freeman, who resigned to accept the presidency of Albany State

University in Georgia.

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Dr. Lawrence Sondhaus, chair of the University of

Indianapolis History and Political Science depart-

ment, is in his sixth year as the UIndy faculty ath-

letic representative.

Sondhaus jumped right in to his new position,

serving on the Great Lakes Valley Conference

Expansion Committee.

Dr. Sondhaus has been a professor of history at UIndy since 1987, starting his tenure as

department chair in 2000.

Sondhaus specializes in naval and military history, authoring eight books.

He earned his bachelor's degree from Elon University in 1980, his master's from the

University of Virginia in 1982, and his doctorate from UVa in 1986.

The St. Louis native and his wife, Rovena, have a son, Paul.

Dr. Sue Willey begins her sixth year as director of
athletics and her 33rd overall at the university. The
2005 Division II Administrator of the Year by the
National Association of Collegiate Woman Athletic
Administrators (NACWAA), Dr. Willey has devoted
herself to UIndy athletics in numerous different
ways. Student-athlete, coach, administrator and
diehard fan are all roles that she’s played over her
three-plus decades at the school.

Dr. Willey was  selected as the 2004 "Pathfinder Award Winner" presented in recognition
of her strong commitment to provide quality sport and leadership opportunities for girls
and women in the state of Indiana. Dr. Willey continues to serve on numerous boards,
being appointed to four-year terms on both the NACWAA Executive Board and the DII
Nominating Committee. She is a grauate of the NACWAA Institute  for Athletic Executives.

UIndy has excelled under Dr, Willey's leadership. NCAA postseason tournament appear-
ances and conference championships have come in handfuls under her guidance. Two
sports, volleyball and women’s soccer, have won their conference and advanced to NCAA
tournament play for the first time in the school’s history under her direction. Individual
national champions have emerged in track and field and swimming while wrestling has
produced two national runners-up.

As always, the UIndy student-athlete continues to  succeed in the classroom as this past
year, a conference-most 149 student-athletes were named to the Great Lakes Valley
Conference All-Academic Team. Add in 38 more All-Academic honorees in swimming
and football in the Great Lakes Intercollegiate Athletic Conference and the school can
boast 187 total all-conference award winners.

The athletic department’s facilities have undergone some major renovations in her
tenure. Key Stadium’s turf was put in place in the summer of 2004 with the lights being
added the following summer. The playing surface at Nicoson Hall has been redone and
a complete facelift of the west entrance includes murals and a Greyhound logo
entrenched in the new terrazzo floor. The school also boasts a new home to its tennis
teams, the UIndy Tennis Center, just blocks from campus. The indoor facility is a domes
structure with seven courts, enabling teams to compete and practice rain or shine.

Dr. Willey recently completed a four-year term on the highest NCAA Committee available
to athletic administrators-the NCAA Division II Management Council. Her Management
Council assignments included the DII Budget and Finance Committee, DII Student-Athlete
Reinstatement Committee, DII Management Council Identity Subcommittee, DII
Championships Regionalization Task Force, DII Project Team to Review Issues Related to
Diversity and the DII Championships Eligibility Project Team. Willey served as chair of the

DII Management Council during the 2004 year and completed her term of service at in
early 2006.

Dr. Willey's responsibilities as director of athletics include participation on several impor-
tant campus committees. She was the first female to serve on the President's Cabinet,
and is a member of the Enrollment Management Committee as well as the Financial Aid
and Policies Committee. She is a regular volunteer for the UIndy United Way Committee,
as well as a cook for the campus Midnight Breakfasts.

Dr. Willey serves on the Great Lakes Valley Conference Executive Committee and she ijust
completed serving a four-year term on the NCAA II Great Lakes Region Softball
Committee. Dr. Willey has been active in the governance of intercollegiate athletics her
entire career. During the late 70's and prior to NCAA committee work, she served on the
Executive Committee of the Indiana Association of Intercollegiate Athletics for Women
(IAIAW). She also has served on various NCAA Division II regional ranking committees, as
well as the D-II legislation committee.

Dr. Willey is a frequent guest speaker for various groups. Her past engagements include
speaking at the NCAA Conference Interns Seminar, Gender Equity and Issues Forum, DII
Conference Commissioners, NCAA National Convention, UIndy Student Affairs Division,
NACWAA/HERS Institute for Administrative Advancement, Women's Leadership
Symposium, NCAA Leadership Institute for Ethnic Minority Males, and a graduate class
at Ball State University.

Due to a growing need for academic support for UIndy student-athletes Dr. Willey sub-
mitted an application for an NCAA Grant in 2005. The University of Indianapolis was
selected to receive one of six NCAA Division II Strategic Alliance Matching Grants. This
grant made it possible for Dr. Willey to enhance the part-time academic advisor position
to full-time. Daryl Gibbs was named Assistant Athletics Director for Academic Services
and continues to be the driving force behind the growth of the CHAMPS/Lifeskills pro-
gram.

A 1993 inductee into the UIndy Athletic Hall of Fame, Dr. Willey earned an incredible 19
letters and 11 MVP awards in her four-year career. She was the "Female Athlete of the
Year" from 1972-75. She began her coaching career at her alma mater after graduat-
ing cum laude from UIndy in 1975. The versatile Willey coached 23 years at U of I, direct-
ing 43 different teams in five sports. She was the GLVC softball "Coach of the Year" in
1989, and her softball teams earned national academic honors in 1996 and 1997.

Dr. Willey is an associate professor of health and physical education at UIndy and has
taught in the Department of Kinesiology for more than 27 years, with a special teaching
interest in sport ethics. Dr. Willey holds a master's degree and a doctorate from Indiana
University.

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Opened in 1984, the Ruth Lilly Fitness Center is the nucleus of the
Greyhound Athletic department. The Ruth Lilly Center is home to coaches’
offices, Methodist Hospital/Methodist Sports Medicine Life Fitness Center,
video viewing rooms, meeting rooms, athletic training room and athletic
administration offices. The weight room, a part of the Life Fitness Center, has
been extensively renovated. The Zupancic Wall of Fame, named for former
Greyhound and current Colts Vice President of Business Development Tom
Zupancic, is featured in the weight room.

The Life Fitness Center includes Cybex, Hammer, and Nautilus selectorized
weight machines for total body toning and rehabilitation. It also features
more than 10,000 pounds in free weights, dumbbells, and heavy lifting
equipment for power training.

The RLFC pool, opened in 1982, is a 25-yard/meter eight-lane competitive
facility that also includes a separate 13-foot-deep diving well with two one-
meter and one three-meter maxiflex diving boards. Daktronics timing sys-
tem is used. The facility features the use of underwater viewing, helpful in
stroke analysis. The crown jewel of the pool is the newly-installed video
board which displays times and multimedia at home events.

The Greyhound volleyball team and wrestling teams host home events at the
Ruth Lilly Fitness Center. The sunken court allows fans to enjoy the action
from both the bleachers and from the track that encircles the court. The
west side bleachers hold 500 fans with standing room capacity for 500
more. The court surface doubles as a full-length basketball practice area as
well as four other practice shooting areas.

The Wetherald Wrestling Room, named for legendary coach Terry Wetherald,
is on the south end of the gym and houses the Greyhound wrestling pro-
gram.

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Named for Mr. and Mrs. Sheldon A. Key, who
contributed the money for the stadium, Key
Stadium has been home of the Greyhounds
since 1970 and has housed the Greyhound
soocer programs since 2005. Sheldon Key
was a southside businessman whose children
and relatives attended Indiana Central
University.

The facility, enhanced by Sprinturf® and a
new Daktronics scoreboard, has a capacity of

5,500. The stadium is located on the east side
of campus, north of Hanna Avenue.

The Greyhound locker room, located under the
south side of the stadium, received a major
renovation with the addition of updated indi-
vidual player lockers, new tile, new ceilings,
and new shower facilities.

The stadium’s eight-lane track was resurfaced
in 2003. Key Stadium

is home to Greyhound football, soccer, and
track, along with other activities throughout
the year. The turf was added in 2004 and in
the summer of 2005, lights were installed to
allow the first-ever night games to be played
at Key Stadium!

The Greyhound softball team played its final home contests at Baumgartner
Field last season, named in honor of the legendary Mary “Wimp”
Baumgartner who won 10 varsity letters at UIndy. She played professional
baseball from 1949-54 in the Girls Professional Baseball League and was
inducted into the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown, NY in 1988.

Home to Greyhound softball since 1989, the area where the field sits will help
house more UIndy students, as the newest residence hall will be erected in
its place. A brand-new softball facility is in the works for the campus and
plans will be announced at a future date. It will include updated press needs
to include a pressbox, concessions area, restrooms and expanded seating.

"Wimp", along with her two sisters, donated the money for the lights at the
old stadium and the field was named in Wimp's honor.

Home to the UIndy baseball team, Greyhound Park has housed the UIndy
baseball team since 1976. A six-seat, elevated pressbox area and new
seating were installed at the park in 2001 and served as the host to the
NCAA Division II North Central Regional that same year.

The outfield dimensions include a spacious 405-foot distance in centerfield
and 329’ down each line. The Park hold 750 in its bleachers behind home
plate.

Three new flagpoles were erected in leftcenterfiled in the summer of 2005
and were dedicated on May 7, 2006 in the memory of Don Shambaugh,
who was a four-year letterwinner in the 1950s. A plaque commemorating
the service sits just inside the entrance to the park.

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Indianapolis’ Nicoson Hall is one of the finest
NCAA II basketball venues in the country!
Nicoson Hall has been the home of the
Greyhounds since 1960. The 4,000-capacity
arena was a welcome addition to the campus
after the Hounds played 33 years in a building
called “the barn,” constructed as a “temporary”
facility.

The arena was known as “The Gym” until the
spring of 1977, when the university’s trustees
named it “Nicoson Hall,” in honor of Angus

Nicoson, who had announced he was taking a
disability retirement earlier in the year. “Nick,”
as he was affectionately known, had been ath-
letic director and basketball coach for the
Greyhounds for 30 years.

Nicoson, who died in 1982 at age 62, compiled
an outstanding record of 483- 279. He not only
guided the basketball program to success, but
also transformed the entire athletic program into
a highly-respected one. A special bronze por-
trait of Coach Nicoson, located on the west con-

course of the arena, was dedicated in 1991.

Nicoson Hall served as the wrestling venue for
the 1987 Pan American Games and as a training
camp site for the NBA’s Indiana Pacers. It has
hosted several NCAA teams practicing for Big
Ten tournaments and NCAA Final Four events
held in Indianapolis.

UIndy's  newest facility upgrade resides at 2722 National Ave., just
blocks from the main campus. The UIndy Tennis Center, a seven-
court domed facility, is the new home to the Greyhound tennis teams.

The courts provide practice and competition courts for the men’s and
women’s tennis programs at the University, two of the strongest ten-
nis programs in all of NCAA Division II.

Several golf facilities are used by the men’s and women’s programs, giving
the Greyhounds flexibility in playing multiple courses in the Indianapolis area.

Heartland Crossing plays host to the men’s annual University of Indianapolis
Invite, an event that is played early in September, ringing in the new golf sea-
son. Dye’s Walk Country Club, in Greenwood, Ind., also serves as a home
course for the Greyhound men.

Valle Vista in Greenwood, Ind. is the home to the Greyhound women with
Smock Golf Course and Otte Golf Course practice areas are also used by the
UIndy women on a regular basis.

Throughout its rich history of intercollegiate athletics, the University of

Indianapolis has been a member of a number of athletic conferences. Known as

Indiana Central until 1985, the institution was a highly successful member of the

Hoosier College Conference (HCC) from the 1940s through 1970. With its move

to the NCAA from the NAIA, the university participated in the Indiana Collegiate

Conference (ICC) from 1971-1976 and later the Heartland Collegiate Conference

(HCC) from 1976-78. With the exception of football, most Greyhound teams

moved to the Great Lakes Valley Conference (GLVC) when it was formed in 1978,

becoming a charter member in the new league. Since its inception, many GLVC

teams and individual athletes have enjoyed outstanding success at the national

level in NCAA Division II.

Greyhound football teams remained in the Heartland Collegiate Conference from

1978 until 1990 when UIndy became a charter member of the Midwest

Intercollegiate Football Conference (MIFC). Formed as a football only conference,

the MIFC incorporated teams from the HCC and the Great Lakes Intercollegiate

Athletic Conference (GLIAC). In 1999, the MIFC merged as part of the GLIAC and

Indianapolis became an associate member as a football only school. The GLIAC

is regarded nationally by many as the top football conference in NCAA Division II.

In 2000, UIndy men’s and women’s swimming and diving gained a conference

affiliation when both teams joined football as associate members of the GLIAC.
