A Look Back at Liberty’s Win Over UNCG
 Led by the redshirt senior duo of Devon Brown and Tolu Omotola, Liberty got back on
the winning track with a 76-56 victory over UNCG, Tuesday evening at the Vines Center.

« Brown scored 11 of her 16 points during the game’s first seven minutes, helping Liberty
jump out to a lead it never relinquished.

* Omotola tallied 17 of her season-best 21 points during the second half. She also com-
pleted her second career double-double with 10 rebounds and tied her career high with
three blocked shots. Omotola shot 8-0f-8 from the field during the second half and made
nine consecutive field goal attempts to end the game.

* After allowing two straight opponents (Texas A&M and Baylor) to outrebound them and
shoot over 50 percent from the field, Liberty returned to its usual strong rebounding and
defensive ways. The Lady Flames outrebounded the Spartans by 19 boards (55-36) and
held UNCG to 32.3 percent (21-of-65) field goal shooting.

« Liberty improved to 3-0 at home this season and has now won 11 consecutive games at
the Vines Center.

* The Lady Flames recorded a season-best 21 assists on their 29 made field goals, paced
by five helpers from freshman Sadalia Ellis.

* Fellow freshman Ashley Rininger notched her first career double-digit rebounding perfor-
mance, collecting 10 boards off the bench.

* Liberty scored 21 bench points, with 17 of the tallies being recorded by freshmen.

Dynamic Duo
The redshirt senior pairing of Devon Brown and Tolu Omotola has provided Liberty with a
strong 1-2 punch so far this season.

« Omotola was named Big South Player of the Week on Nov. 19, with Brown earning the
same honor one week later. It was the first time Liberty teammates have been tabbed Big
