Behind scenes with the Buckeyes
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  GREG BEALS
HEAD COACH  I  SIXTH SEASON

Greg Beals, a Springfield, Ohio, native with 22 years of 
coaching experience, including eight years as head coach at 
Ball State where he won 243 games and three Mid-American 
Conference West Division championships, is in his sixth season 
as head coach of the Ohio State Buckeyes. 

 
In his first season in Columbus, Beals guided the Buckeyes 

to a 26-27 overall record, 13-11 in Big Ten Conference play, to 
earn a No. 4 seed in the Big Ten Tournament. Under his tutelage 
freshman 1B/RHP Josh Dezse garnered Big Ten Freshman of 
the Year honors and garnered Freshman All-America Laurels 
from the NCBWA and Collegiate Baseball. Along with Dezse, 
three other Buckeyes earned All-Big Ten honors including 
senior right-hander Drew Rucinski and freshmen Tim Wetzel 
and Greg Greve.

In 2012, Beals led the Buckeyes to a 33-27 record and a 
second Big Ten Tournament appearance in as many seasons. 
Under Beals’ guidance, right-hander Jaron Long was named 
first team All-Big Ten and another right-hander, John Kuchno, 
was drafted in the 18th round of the 2012 MLB Draft by the 
Pittsburgh Pirates.

Three years ago, Ohio State went 35-23 and earned the 
No. 2 seed in the Big Ten Tournament after going 15-9 in 
conference play in the third season under Beals. Sophomore 
closer Trace Dempsey garnered All-America honors and was 
named first team All-Big Ten along with senior shortstop Kirby 
Pellant. Senior right-hander Brad Goldberg was taken in the 
10th round of the 2013 MLB Draft by the Chicago White Sox 
while senior right-hander Brett McKinney was selected in the 
19th round by the Pittsburgh Pirates and Pellant was picked in 
the 26th round by the Los Angeles Angels of Anaheim.

Last year, Ohio State advanced to the Big Ten Tournament for 
the fifth-consecutive year and posted a 35-20 overall record 
and 13-11 mark in Big Ten play. Four Buckeyes were selected 
to All-Big Ten honors, including first team selection Pat Porter, 
while Troy Montgomery was a second team honoree. Ryan 
Riga was named to the third-team list and Adam Niemeyer 
earned all-freshmen honors. Ohio State had a strong showing 
on draft day as five Buckeyes were selected in the 50th first-
year draft. Travis Lakins went in the sixth round by the Boston 
Red Sox followed by Riga (13th, Chicago White Sox) and Porter 
(15th, Houston Astros). Beals also hit the 400-win milestone in 
his coaching career in a road win at Cincinnati May 6, 2015. 
He holds a 402-325 career record and is 159-125 mark at Ohio 
State. 

Beals, who also guided Ball State to the first MAC 
Tournament crown in school history, to perhaps the biggest 
win in school history - a 2006 NCAA Lexington Regional win 
over No. 1 seed Kentucky - and who was named the “best 
game coach” in the MAC in 2009 by Collegebaseballinsider.
com, thus became only the fourth coach in the last 50 years 
and only the 11th coach in 127 years of baseball at one of the 
nation’s most comprehensive universities.

This hands-on teacher, team-builder, program-builder, 
family man - he and his wife Kathy, a four-year basketball 
letterwinner at Kent State, have three daughters: Kayla, 
Amber and Morgan.
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•	 Coach Stafford enters his sixth season at Ohio State and 13th as head coach Greg Beals’ pitching coach.

•	 Last season, Stafford’s staff finished with a 3.53 team ERA highlighted by third team All-Big Ten selection Ryan 
Riga and All-Freshman Adam Niemeyer. Riga set the program record for scoreless innings streak (30.2 IP), 
while Trace Dempsey also broke the OSU career saves record (33). In 2013, his staff posted a team ERA of 
3.24, the lowest mark by a Buckeye squad since 1970. 

•	 On the professional side, Travis Lakins was selected in the sixth round by the Boston Red Sox, while Riga was 
taken in the 13th round by the Chicago White Sox last year. Former Buckeye pitcher Drew Rucinski (2008-11) 
made his MLB debut in with the Anaheim Angels in 2014, while 2012 All-Big Ten selection Jaron Long was 
selected as the Pitcher of the Year for the Trenton Thunder in 2014. In 2013, senior right hander Greg Greve, a 
third team All-Big Ten selection, was selected in the 29th round of the 2014 Major League Baseball First Year 
Player Draft by the Miami Marlins. Former Buckeye pitchers John Kuchno (2012), Brad Goldberg (2013) and 
Brett McKinney (2013) also were drafted in the Top 20 rounds. 

•	 Stafford, from Canton, Mich., and Plymouth Canton High School, was a part of Ohio State teams from 1994-98 
that won two Big Ten championships, three Big Ten tournament crowns and went to three NCAA tournaments.

•	 He still ranks among the school’s leaders in career saves (12th with seven), single season saves (12th with six 
in 1998) and single season appearances (15th with 29 in 1998).

•	 He resides in Sunbury, Ohio, with his wife Chelsea and her daughter, Abella and son, Mason. 

MIKE STAFFORD
PITCHING COACH  I  SIXTH SEASON

•	 Coach Holick has 12 years of collegiate coaching experience coupled with a playing career that included four 
varsity letters earned at Indiana and Kent State (two apiece). He is in his sixth year as an Ohio State assistant 
coach.

•	 .Holick coaches the Ohio State infield and outfield defense, bunting and base running, as well as serves as the 
program's baseball camp coordinator.

•	 Under the direction of Holick, the 2013 Buckeyes posted a program-best .976 fielding percentage, while the 
2015 squad posted 89 stolen bases, good for first in the Big Ten and second on the OSU single-season record 
list. Troy Montgomery tied the single-season record with 35 swipes in 2015. 

•	 Holick  four years as an assistant coach at Florida International University (2004-07), three at Arizona State 
(2001-03) and one at Kent State (2000). He is a native of Westlake and attended Westlake High School.

 
•	 Holick has five NCAA tournaments on his playing and coaching resume. 
 
•	 He has a wife, Debbie and a daughter, Leila, and they reside in Columbus.  

CHRIS HOLICK
ASSISTANT COACH/RECRUITING COORDINATOR  I  SIXTH SEASON

•	 Former Ohio State left-hander Dan DeLucia is in his third season as the Buckeyes' volunteer assistant coach. 

•	  DeLucia concluded his Buckeye career in 2008 after earning four letters, was a first team All-Big Ten selection 
in 2006 and was a 35th-round selection of the Detroit Tigers in 2008. 

•	 For his Buckeye career, DeLucia posted a 24-13 record and 3.91 ERA in 317.1 innings pitched. He started 52 
times and limited opposing batters to a .263 batting average. After graduating with a degree in finance, 
DeLucia went on to pitch in three minor league seasons with the Tigers and Blue Jays organizations.

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COLUMBUS, OHIO  -  Sixth-year head coach Greg Beals is ready 
to lead an Ohio State baseball team that has the most talent he’s had since 
he arrived to Columbus in 2011. Not only are the 2016 Buckeyes talented, 
the Scarlet and Gray will be one of the most experienced teams in the Big 
Ten Conference. With opening day just two weeks out, Coach Beals has an 
optimistic outlook for the 2016 season. 

“The maturity, the experience and the culture within our program are going 
to be the strengths for this ball club,” Beals said. “It’s great for our coaching 
staff to have a group that is older with some experience from top to bottom 
in the lineup offensively and defensively. There’s leadership everywhere.” 

The team will be led by one of the largest senior classes in recent history, 
ten players, with the majority of them starters or key reserves on the 2015 
team that posted a 35-20 overall record and a 13-11 mark in Big Ten play. 
Overall, the Buckeyes return 20 letterwinners, including six starting position 
players and two starting pitchers. Senior second baseman Nick Sergakis 
and junior catcher Jalen Washington were both voted by their teammates 
as captains last fall and coach Beals is pleased with what he has seen from 
them.”  

“We have guys returning with multiple years of starting experience in the 
lineup except behind the plate,” Beals said. “Jalen Washington had an 
incredible summer and fall and will man the catching position. To give him 
credit, here is a guy that hasn’t been a regular player yet, he is not a senior, 
but was voted team captain. Sergakis is a fighter and a scrappy ball player 
and both guys exemplify this team and things we are looking to accomplish.” 

On the mound, junior left-hander Tanner Tully, the 2014 Big Ten Freshman 
of the Year, returns as the team’s Friday night starter after going 4-4 with 
a 4.32 ERA. Tully fanned 44 batters, while allowing just 15 walks, the fifth-
lowest mark in the league in 2015. Redshirt sophomore right-hander Adam 
Niemeyer also will be a weekend starter after posting a 2-0 mark with a 2.16 
ERA to earn All-Freshman honors a year ago. Last season, the OSU pitching 
staff finished sixth in the Big Ten with a 3.53 ERA and allowed the fewest 
walks in the league. 

The Buckeyes have a dangerous group of veteran position players returning, 
as well. Junior left fielder Ronnie Dawson is back along with junior center 

fielder Troy Montgomery, who was a second team All-Big Ten selection 
in 2015. Rounding out the outfield is redshirt junior Jacob Bosiokovic 
and senior transfer Daulton Mosbarger who will share time in right.  The 
Buckeye infield returns a group that has combined for 388 career starts, 
including Sergakis, senior shortstop Craig Nennig, senior third baseman 
Troy Kuhn, senior first baseman Zach Ratcliff and senior second baseman 
L Grant Davis.

Last season, the Buckeyes were in the Top 5 in multiple batting statistics in 
the Big Ten, including first in stolen bases (89), third in doubles (111), fourth 
in batting average (.281), slugging percentage (.416), on-base percentage 
(.367), triples (17) and home runs (35) and fifth in walks (211). 

Beals thinks the Buckeyes have all the strengths and tools they need to 
battle for a Big Ten title and a regional berth, especially with the depth and 
maturity within the roster. If they can stay focus and control what they can 
control, the Buckeyes could be looking at a race for a Big Ten championship 
and first NCAA appearance since the 2009 season. 

THE INFIELD
Any coach would dream to have an entire infield core return for a season, 
and to top it off, coach Beals will have the option to move guys around this 
spring if needed. 

Kuhn is set to start at third base after making 32 of his 42 starts at the 
hot corner a year ago, while Nennig is the staple at shortstop where he 
appeared in all 55 games. Kuhn batted .256 with 22 extra base hits, 
including 14 doubles, while Nennig doubled his season-high hits total with 
50 last year. Sergakis will get the nod at second base, making 28 of his 
51 starts at the position. Sergakis batted .250 with 11 doubles and 30 runs 
scored in 2015. Senior L Grant Davis will see significant playing time at 
second as well. Ratcliff is a leading candidate at first base after notching 
a .286 average in 22 games during his junior campaign. The versatility of 
Sergakis and Kuhn will allow different looks in the infield lineup throughout 
the season.

Senior Ryan Leffel will supply depth and as a designated hitter. Backing 
up the infield will be freshmen Brady Cherry and Casey Demko, who will 
provide talented depth at third base and up the middle, respectively. 
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THE OUTFIELD
“All the way around the diamond we are one of the strongest in the Big Ten, 
certainly in the outfield,” Beals said. “I can’t imagine we are going to face a 
team in the conference with a better outfield than what we have.”

Starting in left, Dawson will look to have a big season for the Scarlet and 
Gray after batting .279 with 15 doubles, seven home runs, 34 RBI along with 
16 stolen bases as a sophomore. Over the summer, Dawson was named an 
All-Star in the talented Cape Cod league and was named MVP of the Scarlet 
and Gray series this past fall.

“Ronnie continues to get better as a baseball player,” Beals said. “Those 
experiences from last spring and the challenging pitching he faced over the 
summer improved his quality of at-bats. The other thing I’m excited about 
is last year was the first time he played every day in left field. His defense 
continues to improve at that position.”

In center, Montgomery, the MVP of the fall season, returns after a breakout 
sophomore year. The “catalyst” of the lineup, the OSU lead-off hitter batted 
.317 with 22 extra base hits and led the Big Ten with 35 stolen bases, which 
tied the OSU single-season record. 

“Troy probably had as good as of a fall that I’ve ever coached,” Beals said. 
“Coming off a tremendous spring, he took the summer off and put on 12 
pounds in the weight room so there is going to be some punch in his bat. 
He’s also a superb defensive player and can really throw and go get the 
ball.” 

In right field, the Buckeyes have to replace first team All-Big Ten selection 
Pat Porter. The leading candidates are Jacob Bosiokovic and Daulton 
Mosbarger, who transferred from the University of Akron this past season. 
Senior Jake Brobst and sophomore Tre’ Gantt will provide depth at all three 
outfield positions. 

“Pat Porter was our rock last year,” Beals said. “You don’t really replace a 
guy like Pat. We are going to need contributions from everybody to make 
up his offensive numbers. We have a lot of guys that are ready to step up 
when their time is called.” 

BEHIND THE PLATE
One of the biggest question marks during the offseason was at the catcher 
position. Who would fill the shoes of graduating senior captains Aaron Gretz 
and Connor Sabanosh? By the end of fall, that question was answered for 
coach Beals as Jalen Washington earned the starting job and was named 
the most improved player and showed some real pop. 

“The first thing that comes to mind when you talk about Jalen Washington 
is his athleticism,” Beals said. “He’s an athlete and has great baseball IQ, 

which has helped him learn the position better. He’s transitioned to our No. 
1 catcher very well.”

Providing depth behind Washington will be freshman Jacob Barnwell who 
proved over his first fall practice that he is ready to play and is strong 
defensively. Sophomore designated hitter Jordan McDonough will also 
provide depth from behind the plate. 

THE PITCHING
The idea is “next man up” for the OSU pitching staff as the group will need 
to replace two weekend starters with Ryan Riga and Travis Lakins both 
selected in the 2015 MLB Draft. The Buckeyes are prepared for it and have 
plenty of depth to support behind starters Tanner Tully and Adam Niemeyer. 

“With graduation and the draft, it’s a natural part of college baseball to have 
to replace guys on the mound and we are ready to do just that,” Beals said. 
“We are continuing to compete for the third spot in the rotation.” 

Redshirt sophomore transfer Austin Woodby, freshman Ryan Feltner, 
senior John Havird and redshirt sophomore Yianni Pavlopolous will all be 
competing for rotation time. 

“All these guys are going to pitch and play key roles in our pitching staff. 
We just need to determine what roles best for them and best for the team.”

It will be a bullpen by committee for the Scarlet and Gray in 2016. 
Sophomore right-hander Seth Kinker and redshirt junior right-hander Shea 
Murray will be the guys on the backend, while three lefties - senior Michael 
Horejsei , redshirt junior Joe Stoll and freshman Connor Curlis will also have 
opportunities to pitch in the backend of the bullpen.

2015 OHIO STATE BASEBALL RESULTS
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NICK SWISHER FIELD AT BILL DAVIS STADIUM
It is safe to say that we would not be enjoying the comforts of Ohio State baseball’s gem of a ball park, Bill Davis Stadium, if not for the love, kindness and the 
benevolence of Ms. Dorothy M. Davis, who generously donated more than $1.5 million toward the $4.7 million final cost of the Buckeye venue.

Bill Davis Stadium is named in memory of Dorothy’s late step-son, William C. “Bill” Davis. He was chairman and president of Davis Enterprises, builder and de-
veloper of commercial and residential subdivisions, and a great fan of Ohio State athletics. A member of The President’s Club, Bill was a graduate of St. Charles 
Preparatory School in Columbus and Xavier University.

Dorothy Davis didn’t realize the size of the Stadium or its magnitude when she visited the construction site in November of 1996, just one week before she would 
pass away from complications from a brain aneurysm. The construction, visibly impressive with the cement pillars that would support the stands reaching high 
into the sky, caused her to remark to Bob Todd, “I can’t believe this is what we are building. I never imagined a real stadium. This is absolutely wonderful.”

The stadium was renovated in November 2011, thanks to a $500,000 donation from former Buckeye Nick Swisher, adding an artificial turf field that will give the 
team greater access to the field throughout the year.

“I think the field is going to be great for this program. To be able to come here and help out and pay forward with this field - I couldn’t be more excited,” Swisher 
added. “But I think more than anything, when I come back to this university it brings back memories of the good times that I experienced every day. And to say 
that I’m a Buckeye, I couldn’t be more proud. I love this university and I love the game of baseball and there’s nothing in the world I’d rather be doing. It’s been 
such an honor for me. We’ve been Omaha-bound for quite some time now and I think it’s time we break through and get there. I hope this field helps us get to 
that point.”

Dimensions
A hitter’s park, the stadium features dimensions of 330 feet down the lines, 
370 feet to the power alleys and 400 feet to straightaway centerfield.

Seating Capacity
The stadium has 500 lower level box seats and 2,500 upper grandstand 
level seats. Additional bleacher seating was installed over the past year 
down both foul lines and with an overflow of handicapped seating, the 
increased capacity for the 1999 season totals 4,450.

Outer Concourse
The outer concourse is equipped with a Buckeye novelty shop, “Dugout 
Digs,” spacious restroom facilities and a full-service concession stand.

Clubhouses
The Buckeye clubhouse, located behind the third-base dugout, is 26 feet 
wide by 55 feet long. The visitor’s clubhouse is 26-by-44. Both feature wood 
paneled lockers, showers and heating and air conditioning.
Bullpens
Home and away bullpens are located just outside the fences down the first 
and third baselines. They feature three mounds each at field level for easy 
access.

Turf
The playing turf of Bill Davis Stadium is AstroTurf GameDay Grass 3D52 
Extreme surface throughout the field, except for the pitcher’s mound and 
warning track.

Warning Track
The warning track is made up of crushed red brick.

Outfield Wall
The outfield fence is painted scarlet and is eight feet high with white trim 
along the top.

Scoreboard 
The Buckeyes have a brand new scoreboard for the 2014 season. The new 
structure supports an OES scoreboard with a 15’x26’ SACO 16mm video 
screen. In addition, a Meyers sound system was installed at the scoreboard 
to provide quality audio throughout the stadium.

Lighting
Permanent lighting was installed in late November of 1997. The light towers 
are 120 feet high.

Pressbox
Bill Davis Stadium has an elevator tower leading to the enclosed pressbox, 
located above the upper grandstand level. The working pressbox features 
heating and air conditioning, telephone lines and the capacity for home and 
away radio as well as television and print media.

Anne Hayes Memorial Room
Adjacent to the pressbox, the Anne Hayes Memorial Room is reserved for 
VIP use during games and tournaments and also for media overflow.

Lounge
Just across the hall from the Buckeye locker room is a player’s lounge com-
plete with a refrigerator, television and radio and other home furnishings, 
easing the transition from student to athlete after a tough day of class.

Alex Wimmers / 14 / 2009 and 2010 1st Team
Ohio State’s second two-time All-American was named the College Baseball Foun-
dation National Pitcher of the Year after posting a 9-0 record and a 1.61 earned run 
average as a junior. Wimmers led the Big Ten in ERA and opposing batting average 
(.218) while posting his 9-0 mark despite missing three starts with a hamstring 
injury. He was 4-0 with a 1.15 ERA in five Big Ten starts and he was named Big Ten 
Pitcher of the Year at the conclusion of the season, becoming the first back-to-back 
award winner in Big Ten history. As a sophomore he went 9-2 with a 3.27 ERA and 
was named first-team All-America by PING! Baseball. He threw the first nine-
inning no hitter in Ohio State history May 2 vs. Michigan with 14 strikeouts and 
was named Big Ten Conference co-Pitcher of the Year. He led the Big Ten with 136 
strikeouts and with a .211 opponents’ batting average. He is fourth at Ohio State in 
fewest runs allowed (81) and fifth in strikeouts (273), fewest earned runs allowed 
(71) and fewest hits (173). He is sixth in earned run average (2.94) and his 18 career 
victories rank 23rd. His strikeout total is also good for a tie for 16th-place all-time 
in the Big Ten Conference. He was drafted in the first round - 21st overall - of the 
2010 MLB First-Year Player Draft by the Minnesota Twins.

Jake Hale / 3 / 2009 1st Team 
Lettering all four years from 2006-09, Hale was named a first-team All-American by 
the NCBWA following a senior season where he set the school single-season re-
cords for appearances (40) and saves (18). He also set the school career saves mark 
with 29. The Albany, Ohio native was drafted in the 27th round of the 2009 amateur 
draft by the Arizona Diamondbacks. A 2009 finalist for the National Stopper of the 
Year Award, Hale went 3-3 in 18 appearances between rookie ball and Low A in his 
first season of professional baseball. 

Ronnie Bourquin / 23 / 2006 1st Team
A three-year letterwinner for the Buckeyes from 2004-06, Bourquin started 153 
games, primarily at third base. His final year at Ohio State, he led the Big Ten in 
batting average (.416), hits (91), RBI (66) and total bases (134). Bourquin earned 
Big Ten Player of the Year honors in 2006 and his career batting average of .345 
ranks in the Top 20 all-time at Ohio State. The Canton, Ohio native was selected in 
the second round, the 50th overall pick, by the Detroit Tigers following his junior 
season in 2006 and was named a 2009 Midwest League Mid-Season All-Star.

Scott Lewis / 3 / 2003 1st Team
Lettering all three years he was at Ohio State from 2002-04, Lewis was named 
first-team All-American and Big Ten Pitcher of the Year after his sophomore season 
in 2003. During that sophomore season, Lewis led the Big Ten in ERA (1.61), strike-
outs (127) and opponent batting average (.160) after posting a 9-1 record in 83.2 
innings pitched. He ranks third on the Ohio State career list with an ERA of 2.38 
and tenth in strikeouts with 241. Lewis was drafted in the third round (77th overall) 
of the 2004 amateur draft by the Cleveland Indians. Lewis pitched 14 consecutive 
scoreless innings to start his big league career in 2008, going 4-0 with a 2.62 ERA 
earning him American League Rookie of the Month in September. 

Justin Fry / 38 / 1999 1st Team
Lettering all four years at Ohio State from 1996-99, Fry holds the Ohio State career 
records for wins (36), innings pitched (419.2) and strikeouts (382). He was named 
a first-team All-American and Big Ten Pitcher of the Year in 1999 after posting an 
11-2 record with a 3.70 ERA. He is one of only three Buckeyes to post double-digit 
win totals in multiple seasons after winning 10 in 1997, earning him second-team 
All-American honors. Fry struck out over 100 batters three consecutive seasons 
(101 in 1997, 113 in 1998, 104 in 1999). He was drafted in the 26th round and 
played three seasons in the Philadelphia Phillies organization. Fry came back in 
2009, eight years after his last professional appearance, to pitch in four games for 
the Windy City Thunderbolts of the Frontier League. 

Matt Beaumont / 6 / 1994 1st Team
A three-year letterwinner for the Buckeyes from 1992-94, Beaumont went 11-1 and 
led the Big Ten in strikeouts (104) in 1994. He was named Big Ten Pitcher of the Year 

in 1994 and first-team All-Big Ten in 1993 and 1994. Beaumont became the 
first Buckeye to record over 100 strikeouts in a season since Joe Sadelfeld 
accomplished the feat in 1967. Beaumont ranks 10th all-time at Ohio State in 
wins (25), 12th in ERA (3.71) and 15th with 249.2 innings pitched. Beaumont 
was selected in the fourth round of the 1994 amateur draft by the California 
Angels. He made it to Triple-A before ending his minor league career in 2001.

Ray Shoup / 15 / 1967 1st Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1965-67, Shoup was a member of the 1966 
national championship team and the 1965 College World Series runner-up 
team. In his All-American season in 1967, he led the team in batting aver-
age (.323), hits (50), at-bats (129) and doubles (15) en route to another trip to 
the College World Series. Shoup played six seasons in the minors between 
the Minnesota Twins and New York Yankees organizations. He batted .273 
with a .324 on-base percentage in the minors. Shoup was inducted into the 
Ohio State Varsity “O” Hall of Fame in 1996.

Steve Arlin / 22 / 1965 and 1966 1st Team
Ohio State’s first two-time All-American posted a 24-3 record in his two 
years with the Buckeyes. Posted 24 career wins (to just three losses) despite 
only playing the 1965 and 1966 seasons. In the 1965 College World Series, 
Arlin set two College World Series records against Washington State by 
striking out 20 batters in 15 innings pitched. He posted an 11-1 record in 
1966, earning College World Series MVP honors while leading the Buckeyes 
to the national championship. Arlin ranks second on the Ohio State career 
list with 294 strikeouts and he was elected to the College Baseball Hall of 
Fame in 2008, the same year his jersey – No. 22 – was retired at Ohio State. 
Arlin went on to play parts of six seasons in the big leagues between the 
San Diego Padres and Cleveland Indians organizations.

Tom Perdue / 3 / 1960 1st Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1960-62, Perdue earned first-team All-
American honors after being moved from catcher to the outfield. Perdue 
holds the Ohio State single-season batting average record of .469 set in his 
sophomore All-American campaign. He drove in 35 runs and led the team 
with 11 stolen bases. Perdue finished his Ohio State career with a .342 
career batting average. He went on to play four seasons of minor league 
ball in the Reds and White Sox organizations with his best season coming in 
1964 when he batted .268 with 13 home runs and 17 doubles for Peninsula 
of the Carolina League.

Paul Ebert / 38 / 1954 1st Team
Ebert lettered from 1952-54, garnering first-team All-American honors his 
senior season after striking out 94 batters in 84.2 innings pitched en route to 
an 8-3 record. He finished his career holding Ohio State records for wins (21) 
and strikeouts (223). Ebert was inducted into the Ohio State Varsity “O” Hall 
of Fame in 1977 not just for his work on the diamond but on the court as 
well as he was a third-team All-American and first-team All-Big Ten selec-
tion for the Ohio State basketball team.

Stewart Hein / 1951 1st Team
Outfielder Stewart Hein, a three-year letterwinner for the Buckeyes from 
1950-52, completed his All-American season in 1951 batting .304 with 19 
stolen bases. In 33 games, Hein drove in 26 runs off 42 hits. In the 1952 
baseball media guide, he is referred to as “one of the finest baseball pros-
pects in recent Ohio State diamond history.”

Fred Taylor / 1950 1st Team
Lettering all four years for the Buckeyes from 1947-50, Taylor earned first-
team All-American honors as senior, the first Ohio State player to accom-
plish the feat. He hit .326 in Big Ten Conference play that season and led the 
team with 26 RBI and three home runs. His jersey – No. 27 – was the first 
Ohio State baseball jersey to ever be retired. Taylor played professionally for 
parts of three seasons with the Washington Senators.  
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ALL-AMERICANS

Chad Ehrnsberger / 7 / 1999 2nd Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1998-2000, Ehrnsberger earned second-team 
All-American honors from the NCBWA in 1999. Ehrnsberger led the Buckeyes 
with 16 home runs and 73 RBI in his All-American season. A career .344 hitter, 
Ehrnsberger ranks fifth on the Ohio State doubles list with 46 and ninth with 32 
home runs. After playing two seasons of Independent League ball, Ehrnsberger 
played in both the Seattle Mariners and St. Louis Cardinals organizations, 
reaching Double-A with the Cardinals in 2004. He still plays Independent League 
baseball, most recently for Edmonton of the Golden Baseball League.

Mike Lockwood / 20 / 1999 2nd Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1997-99, Lockwood was named an NCBWA All-
American in 1999. During his All-American season, Lockwood led the Buckeyes 
in hits (87), at-bats (253) and runs scored (71). He still holds the Ohio State 
record for runs scored in a season with 72 in 1998 and was tied for the most 
at-bats in a season with 253 until that record was broken in 2009. Lockwood is 
second all-time at Ohio State with 198 runs scored and ranks seventh with a 
.359 career batting average. Drafted in the 23rd round of the 1999 amateur draft 
by the Oakland Athletics, Lockwood played seven seasons in the Athletics and 
Boston Red Sox organizations. He had four different stints in Triple-A.

Dan Seimetz / 33 / 1997 2nd Team
Seimetz lettered all four years at Ohio State from 1995-98, earning NCBWA 
second-team All-American honors in 1997. He still holds the Ohio State records 
for single-season RBI (80), doubles (25) and home runs (19) all set in the 1997 
season. Seimetz holds Ohio State career records in multiple categories including 
hits (287), doubles (71), home runs (52) and RBI (236). The career .370 hitter 
and 1997 Big Ten Player of the Year was drafted in the 49th round of the 1997 
amateur draft but elected to come back for his senior season.

Jonathan Sweet / 27 /  1994 2nd Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1992-94, Sweet earned All-American honors af-
ter batting .390 in his final season in Columbus. Sweet ranks 13th on the all-time 
list at Ohio State with a .351 career batting average and in the top 25 in runs 
scored (139) and RBI (132). Drafted in the 19th round of the 1994 amateur draft 
by the Pittsburgh Pirates, the 1994 Big Ten Player of the Year played six seasons 
of minor league ball, advancing to Triple-A Nashville in 1998.

Mike Durant / 13 / 1991 2nd Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1989-91, Durant earned All-American honors in 
1991. Durant led the Buckeyes in doubles in both 1990 (17) and 1991 (19) and 
stolen bases in 1991 (22). The catcher ranks eighth all-time at Ohio State with 
44 doubles and 13th with 36 stolen bases. Drafted in the second round of the 
1991 amateur draft by the Minnesota Twins, Durant played five seasons of minor 
league ball before making his major league debut for the Twins April 3, 1996. He 
played in 40 career games for the Twins.

Scott Klingenbeck / 29 / 1991 2nd Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1990-92, Klingenbeck earned All-American hon-
ors in 1991. The right-hander ranks fifth on the Buckeyes’ all-time wins list with 
28, posting a 3.99 career ERA in 277.2 innings pitched. Klingenbeck tossed 25 

career complete games and is tied for third all-time in single-season wins with 
11 in 1991. Drafted in the fifth round of the 1992 amateur draft by the Baltimore 
Orioles, Klingenbeck picked up the win in his first major league start on June 2, 
1994 against the Detroit Tigers. He also made major league appearances for the 
Minnesota Twins and Cincinnati Reds during his eight-year professional career.

Bill Sharp / 4 / 1971 2nd Team
A two-year letterwinner in 1970 and 1971, Sharp was named a second-team 
All-American in 1971. He led the Buckeyes in hits (35) and doubles (7) in that 
1971 season. Sharp still ranks in the top 25 at Ohio State with a career .342 
batting average. Drafted in the second round of the 1971 draft, Sharp made his 
major league debut May, 26, 1973 against the Cleveland Indians and played in 
398 career games between the White Sox and Milwaukee Brewers organiza-
tions.

Charles Brinkman / 8 / 1966 2nd Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1964-66, Brinkman was a part of two College 
World Series teams, winning the CWS in 1966. The 1966 second-team All-
American was drafted in the 16th round of the 1966 amateur draft by the Chi-
cago White Sox and went on the play six seasons in the big leagues between 
the White Sox and Pittsburgh Pirates organizations.

Arnold Chonko / 3 / 1964 2nd Team
Chonko was a three-year letterwinner from 1963-65, leading the Buckeyes in 
batting average and runs scored in his final two seasons. The 1965 second-team 
All-American is 15th on the Ohio State career batting list at .348. Also an All-
American at safety on the gridiron, Chonko was drafted in the fifth round of the 
1965 draft by the New York Mets.

John Machado / 6 / 1963 2nd Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1962-64, Machado was named All-American in 
1963 after leading the Buckeyes in runs scored (36), RBI (32) and home runs (12).

Ron Nischwitz / 1958 2nd Team
A letterwinner in 1957 and 1958, Nischwitz was named an All-American in 
1958 after going 9-1 with a 1.71 ERA and 82 strikeouts in 81.1 innings pitched. 
The left-hander was signed by the Detroit Tigers in 1958 and made his Major 
League debut Sept. 4, 1961 against the Baltimore Orioles. Nischwitz pitched in 
88 games over four years between the Tigers and Cleveland Indians organiza-
tions.

Charles Ellis / 1955 2nd Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1954-56, Ellis was named an All-American in 
1955 after leading the Buckeyes in runs scored (37), doubles (7) and stolen 
bases (19).

Harry Northrop / 1955 2nd Team
A letterwinner in 1954 and 1955, Northrop was named All-American in 1955 
after leading the Buckeyes in wins (7), ERA (2.26), strikeouts (81) and innings 
pitched (87.1). His 1.51 ERA in 1954 is still the seventh-best all-time at Ohio 
State.

Trace Dempsey / 19 / 2013 3rd Team
Closer Trace Dempsey garnered third team All-America honors from the 
National Collegiate Baseball Writers Association and ABCA/Rawlings in 2013. 
The Huntington, W.Va., native went 3-0 with a 1.02 ERA and 17 saves in 31 
appearances. Dempsey, a first team All-Big Ten selection, struck out 28 and 
allowed opponents to hit .180 in 35.1 innings pitched. His 17 saves were the 
most in the Big Ten and finished one shy of tying Jake Hale’s Big Ten and Ohio 
State record of 18 set in 2009. Dempsey, whose 31 appearances also were the 
most in the Big Ten and tied for eighth-most on the Ohio State single-season 
list, went 30.1 innings without allowing an earned run between Feb. 17 and 
May 17.

Cory Luebke / 19 / 2007 3rd Team
A three-year letterwinner from 2005-07, Luebke garnered third-team All-
American laurels from the American Baseball Coaches Association and Ping! 
Baseball in 2007. During his All-American season, Luebke was named Big Ten 
Pitcher of the Year after leading the Buckeyes with a 9-1 record. He posted 
a team-leading 2.07 ERA and 98 strikeouts in 117.2 innings pitched. Luebke 
ranks fourth all-time at Ohio State with a 2.86 ERA and is in the top 20 in wins 
(20) and strikeouts (217). Drafted in the supplemental first round of the 2007 
amateur draft by the San Diego Padres, Luebke has posted a 22-16 record with 
a 3.78 ERA in three seasons of minor league ball and his currently playing for 
the San Antonio Missions of the Double-A Midwest League. In September 
2009, Luebke started three games for the USA World Cup team, boasting a 1-0 
record with a 1.50 in 18 innings pitched.

Steve Caravati / 4 / 2004 3rd Team
Lettering all four years for the Buckeyes, Caravati was named an NCBWA 
third-team All-American in 2004. The 2004 Big Ten Player of the Year led the 
Buckeyes in batting average (.391), hits (92), RBI (52) and home runs (9). His 92 
hits in 2004 still stand as a school record. Caravati is tied atop the Ohio State 
career triples list with 13, tied for third in hits (250), and fourth on the doubles 
(47) and RBI (170) lists.

Roy Marsh / 8 / 1994 3rd Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1992-94, Marsh was named a third-team All-
American in 1994. Marsh led the Buckeyes in runs scored and stolen bases in 
both the 1993 and 1994 seasons. He is the Ohio State career leader with 73 
stolen bases and ranks 15th in runs scored with 151. Drafted in the 10th round 
of the 1994 amateur draft by the Houston Astros, Marsh played in parts of five 
seasons between the Astros and Boston Red Sox organizations.           

Brian Mannino / 26 / 1993 3rd Team
Lettering all four years from 1992-95, Mannino was named a third-team All-
American his sophomore season of 1993. Mannino led the Buckeyes with 12 
home runs that season and currently ranks in the top 10 in most career hitting 
categories including batting average (.362), hits (250), doubles (45), home runs 
(35), runs scored (174) and RBI (180). Following his collegiate career, Mannino 
went on to play three seasons of Independent League baseball.

A three-year letterwinner, Mesewicz was named a third-team All-American in 
1992, his final season in Columbus. Mesewicz led the Buckeyes with a 0.97 ERA 
in 1992 and made 61 appearances over his three-year career, picking up 10 saves. 
Drafted in the 26th round of the 1992 amateur draft by the Pittsburgh Pirates, 
Mesewicz played three seasons of minor league ball between the Pirates and St. 
Louis Cardinals organizations, earning two stints in Double-A.

Ken Tirpack / 31 / 1992 3rd Team
Lettering all four years from 1989-92, Tirpack was named a third-team All-Ameri-
can following his senior season. During that 1992 season, Tirpack led the Buckeyes 
in RBI (61) and home runs (13). He still ranks on the Ohio State all-time list in hits 
(237), doubles (56), home runs (30), runs scored (154) and RBI (178). Tirpack was 
drafted in the 21st round of the 1992 amateur draft by the Minnesota Twins and 
played four seasons in the organization.

Kevin Rusnak / 29 / 1970 3rd Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1968-70, Rusnak garnered third-team All-American 
honors in 1970. That season, Rusnak led the Buckeyes in batting average (.378), 
hits (45), runs scored (25) and RBI (33). Rusnak was selected in the 30th round of 
the 1970 amateur draft by the Philadelphia Phillies and went on to play one season 
in the organization.

Roy Apple / 30 / 1961 3rd Team
Lettering in the 1960-61 seasons, Apple was named a third-team All-American for 
the 1961 season. Apple went 8-1 that season with a 2.51 ERA and 94 strikeouts 
in 86.0 innings pitched. After his collegiate career, Apple went on to play four 
seasons in the minors.

Bill Hess / 28 / 1961 3rd Team
Lettering in the 1961-62 seasons, Hess earned third-team All-American honors 
in 1961. That season, Hess led the Buckeyes in hits (34), at-bats (96), RBI (20), 
doubles (6) and home runs (2). He went on to play four seasons in the Minnesota 
Twins organization.

Galen Cisco / 1956 3rd Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1955-57, Cisco was named a third-team All-Amer-
ican in 1956. Cisco went 7-0 in his All-American season with a team-leading 61 
strikeouts in 57.1 innings pitched. He went on to play seven seasons in the Major 
Leagues in the Red Sox, Mets and Royals organizations. After his playing career, 
Cisco went on to coach in the big leagues for almost 30 years for five different 
teams.  

Don Kelley / 1956 3rd Team
A three-year letterwinner from 1954-56, Kelley earned third-team All-American 
honors for the 1956 season. Kelley led the Buckeyes in batting average (.369), hits 
(27) and runs scored (29).

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THE COLLEGE WORLD SERIES
BUCKS TOP TEAM, ARLIN TOP PLAYER IN ‘WORLD SERIES’

OMAHA, Neb. – Ohio State’s baseball 
team ruled the collegiate baseball world 
and its players dominated the NCAA all-
tournament team.

The Buckeyes blasted Oklahoma State, 
8-2, in the Saturday night finals of the 20th 
annual College World Series to cap a 27-6 
season and win their first NCAA champion-
ship after being runners-up a year ago.

At the end, Steve Arlin, whose pitching 
magic earned him the tourney’s most valu-
able player laurels, was on the mound set-
ting down Cowboys 1-2-3 in the final frame.

In the beginning it was the muscles of 
Russ Nagelson, the big rightfielder, who 
had helped stake starter and winner Dick 
Boggs to a 3-0 lead with his first of two 
triples after Richie Copp, who had three 
hits, had rapped a single with one out in 
the first, and Bo Rein had powered a double.

Boggs was relieved in the eighth by 
Mike Swain, who along with Arlin, blanked 
the Cowboys.

Joining Arlin on the All-tournament team 
were teammates Nagelson, at first base, 
catcher Chuck Brinkman and outfielders 
Rein and Ray Shoup.

Runner-up Oklahoma State placed third 
baseman Mike Toney and outfielder Bob 
Weatherly. Rounding out the team were 
St. John’s second baseman Matt Galente 
and shortstop Joe Russo and Southern 
California’s pitcher John Stewart. Rein, 
Brinkman and Arlin were repeaters from 
last year’s all-tournament team.

Copp singled in the third and scored on 
another Nagelson triple. The score was 
pumped to 6-0 in the sixth on three Cowboy 
errors and Bruce Heine’s single. A triple 
by Rein, an error and singles by Heine and 
Copp closed the Buck scoring in the eighth.

The Cowboy counters came in the sev-
enth and eighth. Ron McCord homered for 
the first one, and a single by Phil Spyres to 
open the eighth that brought in Swain and 
Bob Toney’s double got the other.

Arlin unquestionably was the star of 
the show, pitching 19.2 innings in beating 
Southern California twice and relieving in 
three other games; giving only five hits and 
two earned runs. He fanned 27, walked 11 
and had an ERA of 0.98.

The inaugural season for Big Ten base-
ball was in 1896 when Chicago, Michigan, 
Illinois and Wisconsin competed for the first 
time as a conference.

In 1947, it was decided that tie games 
would count as one-half game won and 
one-half game lost for the determination 
of winning percentages.

The 1981 season marked the first under 
the divisional playoff system which was 
created in order to determine a conference 
champion. The teams were split up into 
two divisions: the East which contained 
Indiana, Michigan, Michigan State, Ohio 
State and Purdue and the West comprised 
of Illinois, Iowa, Minnesota, Northwestern 
and Wisconsin. The top two teams in each 
division were invited to the championship 
playoff and the winner was declared the 
Big Ten Champion.

The teams returned to single division

Beginning in 1993, the present 
championship format was established. The 
team with the highest winning percentage 
through all regular season conference 
games is declared the Big Ten champion. 

In December 2008 the Big Ten elected 
to go to a neutral site for the six-team 
post-season tournament (with the tourna-
ment winner the automatic qualifier for the 
NCAA Tournament). The 2014 Tournament, 
which will feature eight teams for the first 
time, will be played at Target Field in Min-
neapolis, Minn., May 21-24.

Note – 1946 was the last season that Chicago 
would participate as a Big Ten institution and 
Michigan State began playing in the Big Ten in 
1949. Wisconsin’s last baseball team was in 1991 
and Penn State became eligible for conference 
play in 1993.
